Sarah previously served as the executive director of Colorado Citizens for Life, the state affiliate of
National Right to Life, and was a staff writer for LifeNews.com. In 2012, she graduated from Moody
Bible Institute in Chicago with a bachelor’s degree in communications and biblical studies. Before her
service in Colorado, she was the communications director at Louisiana Right to Life, where she worked

to end abortion through education, legislation, activism and service.
